           CLASS DESCRIPTIONS:
HALTER: Shown in Hand with Halter. No rope halters. Stallions to be shown with a chain.

SHOWMANSHIP: Shown in Hand with halter. No rope halters. Pattern class, patterns will be 
posted 2 weeks before show.

ENGLISH PLEASURE: Rail Class. To be shown in English tack and show attire. Judge will ask 
you to perform designated gaits and manoeuvers on the rail. Judged on horses performance, 
manners, way of going, smoothness of ride, alertness and responsiveness to cues and aids. 

WESTERN PLEASURE: rail Class. To be shown in western tack and show attire. The judge will 
ask you to perform the designated gaits and maneuvers on the rail. Judged on a horse’s 
performance, manners, way of going, smoothness of ride, alertness and responsiveness to cues 
and aids.

COMBINED EQUITATION: Rail Class. Can be shown in either English or Western tack. the judge 
will ask you to perform the designated gaits and maneuvers. The skill of the rider is being 
judged. Correct use of cues and aids, riders effect on the horse while executing designated 
gaits and maneuvers, riders connection with horse.

DRESSAGE SUITABILITY: Rail Class. Can be shown in either English or Western tack. The judge 
will examine the horse on the rail at all gaits, both directions, halt, and rein back. The judge 
will be looking for rhythm in the gaits, acceptance of contact, suppleness, and willingness. 
Judge will also access extension and collection in gaits.

RANCH RIDING: Pattern Class. The class is judged on the horses’s ability to work at a forward, 
working speed while performing the required manoeuvres. Emphasis is placed on quality of 
movement, smooth transitions, overall manners, and responsiveness while performing the 
manoeuvres with light contact. Trot is a sitting trot, extended trot may be posted. Patterns 
will be posted 2 weeks before the show.

Combined trail: Pattern class. Judge is looking for a trail horse that can maneuver through 
the course with physical skill, expression, and a good mental attitude. It should approach each 
obstacle squarely and with correct form travelling through obstacles with an inquisitive 
desire to go forward without compromising its calm, relaxed attitude and way of going. Moving 
through the entire course efficiently without excessive hesitation, showing curiosity, 
expression, smoothness and style. This is not a timed event. Patterns will be posted 2 weeks 
before the show.

Jumper: A small 3 jump hunter hack course. Class is judged on the horses athletic ability over 
fences, even hunting pace, manners, way of going and flat work. This is not a timed event. 
Pattern will be posted 2 weeks before the show.

CANADIAN YOUNG HORSE DIVISION: classes will be held at a walk and trot only. Horses to be 
ridden in a snaffle bit or bosal, mecate reins accepted. To be ridden with 2 hands.

WESTERN PLEASURE, COMBINED EQUITATION (if being ridden western), RANCH RIDING AND 
COMBINED TRAIL (if being ridden western) - all horses 6 yrs and over to be ridden one handed 
in a shank bit.
